The present writer was a Sales Manager in UK. I was dead in my sins and after a meeting with my wife’s cousin June we sat around the tea table and she witnessed to us about the need to repent and surrender our lives to Jesus. 
As we talked she opened the Bible and quoted the Words of Jesus “ What if a man should gain the whole world and lose his own soul”  These word struck home powerfully in my heart. In the next few weeks  they revolved around in my heart.  Every day it seemed that God was speaking. I would receive Christian tracts in the post, everyone that spoke to me seemed to say “God bless you”  If I stopped at a traffic light in my car I would look up and read a poster proclaiming  God loves you . 
Of course what I did not realise was that many folks were praying for me. God was everywhere.
One day , I felt the powerful presence of the Holy Spirit and I fell to my knees crying out a desperate prayer.   “ God  If you are God,   please help me”.

Immediately I was filled with the Holy Spirit , filled with love and inexpressible joy and I knew that I was saved.  I found myself praising God in a language that I did not understand.
I knew nothing about speaking in tongues, little or nothing about doctrine and yet I knew that God loved me,  that Jesus Christ had died on a cruel cross to save and that I was saved. I was born again.
Praise God.  I was filled with joy which has remained with me through many testing times and this joy  remains with me this day.  From the day that I was born again I have never doubted God or His love.

Over the last 40 years the Lord has directed the present writer with visions and dreams and manifestations of the Holy Spirit leading me to preach in the Republic of Ireland from Cork to  Galway to Dublin, from Dublin where I preach 11 times  to Waterford and back to Cork. , in southern England from Kings Lynn to Gloucester and Trafalgar Square, all over Poland from Katowice and Sosnowiec  in the south through Warsaw up to the Russian boarder in the North in Elk and Olesko. 
Then for many years in the Philippines the Lord opening hundreds of prison doors in Leyte Island, Samar, North Luzon, Cebu, Iloilo, Negros and Gamaras where the Spirit of the Lord touched hundreds of hearts with saving Grace. 

A door opened in India.                                         
Then a vision of 30 years materialised as God opened the door to India. This happened in the early days of my conversion as a baby in Christ knowing little of the Word of God at that time.

 One night I had a dream. In the dream I was standing on a platform and as far as I could see there were people thousands of people.  When I looked to the left I saw thousands of people as I looked to the right of the platform there were thousands of people.  I was preaching and singing. I realised that I was anointed by the Holy Spirit with power that I did not possess and it was with a shock that I woke up.
I never mentioned the dream or spoke about it to anyone, not even my wife or pastor, I kept it in my heart.  Many years passed before I was in contact with a Brother Joe Daniel ( Joshua Daniels) in a retreat in London England and he invited me to come to India. I remembered my dream. I saw briefly the thousands of people and my heart rejoiced.   India.

However I prayed and the Lord spoke directly and clearly the Spirit said “NO”  go to Poland.  I went to Poland, then again a year later  when invited to India and when it seemed the Lord had opened the door,   the Spirit directed me to southern Ireland, and again another year later once more invited to India the Lord said “No” go to a hundred towns and cities in England .

I prayed Lord it is impossible, I cannot do this,  but the Spirit said “Go” and I will show you my glory. 
The Lord blessed indeed with amazing things happening as I travelled around England with sign and wonders and souls captivated by The Word of God and thrust joyfully into the kingdom .

Several more years went by the present writer was led in the Philippines to Manila To Tacloban City to Mactan Island and Cebu city from town to town city to city and across island from Prisons to prison and from blessings to blessing all under the power of the Holy Spirit. 

Years later in London while arranging a meeting for Brother Joe Daniels in Lublin Poland I was stressing the date of the meeting as May the 15th that coming year. Brother Jos said “No brother Tony the 15th of January and in whirl of provision the Lord provided the passport the visa and the money for me to travel to Chennai India. 

It was then brother Joe  asked me  to speak at a small meeting on the outskirts of Chennai where the presence of the Holy Spirit was manifested among the gathered throng of believers. Then the Lord led me in a flurry of meetings in RajaMundry –Kakkinadda- Vigahawadda- Visakhapatnam onto Stuart Purram where almost in a daze of blessings the Lord opened the way for my vision to be completed. 
In a morning prayer meeting of around 200 pastors Brother Joe asked “Brother Tony, do you have a Word from the Lord?”  I answered yes and thus the Lord blessed me. As I stood on the platform seeing a vast crowd estimated to be over 100.000 I realised this was my vision. I sang and I preached, “Jesus said If I be lifted up I will draw all men unto me  
John 12 v 32  And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto Me." Later that afternoon I stood at the river side and witnessed the power of God as 5 pastors stood waist deep in water as questor new converts were baptised in the name of the father the Son and of the Holy Ghost .  
It was not until; some time later that I realised what God had done as I read from Habakkuk   “And the LORD answered me and said: "Write the vision and make it plain upon tablets, that he may run that reads it.  For the vision is yet for an appointed time, but at the end it shall speak and not lie. I am sorry this is a much abbreviated account of this vision but I trust it will; be an encouragement to you. The main lesson I learned was it is better to obey than sacrifice.

In the vision I saw a globe spinning around  this was  the world . I wondered , Then the world changed to a watch, a time piece. Then the watch opened and  I saw inside the clock, the workings. I saw the cogs the wheels the workings. I noticed how some wheels were whizzing along fast others were slower and yet others the cogs were second by second clicking along.  
Then the Lord showed me how all the wheels were connected with each other all dependent on each other and with a shock then I noticed the hands were pointing to  three minutes to midnight. 

The understanding of the dream vision came quickly and clearly.

For many years I had wondered and mused in the presence of the  Lord about the different denominations. In England.  How some churches were alive and some seemingly dead. Then in a moment it became clear. The cogs that were slowly ticking regularly were a stable steady and reliable fellowship The other wheels whizzing around so quickly were the vibrant church full of life and energy and light. The cogs wheel that only moved intermittently were churches fellowships that had little life  but were nevertheless important for without them the “clock would stop” . They were all inter connected, all were needed.

The interpretation of the time at three minutes to midnight revealed the end times. The Lords coming was near. Many parts of the church were asleep and unaware of the time. Lacking any urgency to evangelise and tell out the warning messages of the last days. The Church is where two or three are gathered in the name of Jesus Christ.
